Last year I was introduced to the idea of flipping the classroom.  It is the idea that students research the material on their own and basically do their “homework” or projects in class with the help of the teacher and the technology at school.  We will be gradually embracing this idea so access to technology at home on a computer, on your phone, or at the library is a must for this class.  We will also be taking quizzes on EAGLE to help us get ready for the End of Course Tests online at the end of each unit.    I think the students will enjoy this idea of flipping the classroom.  I do encourage students to bring iPads, tablets, and phones with internet access to class; however, they are only allowed to use them in class with authorization from me (certain research activities).
