Entering the classroom:

Please come in the classroom quietly; find your seat and immediately copy the agenda on the board and then begin on “Bell Work”.  Make sure you have all of your materials to begin work before the tardy bell rings.  All students will be working when the bell rings, no exceptions!!

Forget Something?

If you forget ANY materials, you must borrow them from a classmate BEFORE the tardy bell rings!!!!  You will not be able to collect forgotten materials after we begin class.    

If you are absent:

It is YOUR responsibility, not the teacher’s, to get all make-up work.  All assignments and handouts can be found in your class period’s assigned “locker” located on the wall beside my desk. Turn in all make-up work to the teacher.  Upon your return to school, you will have three days to make up any missed assignments (THIS INCLUDES MAKE UP TESTS OR QUIZZES.)  All tests or quizzes will be made up during break or after school on Tuesdays from 3:00-3:45.  It is your responsibility to make arrangements with the teacher on when you will make up tests or quizzes.  ALL WORK NOT MADE UP WITHIN THE ALOTTED TIME WILL RESULT IN A ZERO, NO EXCEPTIONS!!  Any cheating or copying will result in a “0” for that assignment.  No homework will be assigned on Wednesday or Friday.

Late work:

If a student checks out of school, they ARE responsible for the assignments given in class that day.  Additionally they will also be responsible for turning in their assignment for that day – even if he/she did not attend my class.  Students are responsible for work missed during any absence, unless there are extenuating circumstances which must be brought to my attention by the parent.

Restroom and water privileges:

Restroom and water breaks must be taken before the tardy bell rings.  It is your responsibility to go to the restroom or get water between class periods and not wait until class begins.  
Tardy consequences:
